Chinese monk Mozi, this is Japan's
oldest stone arch bridge. In 1960 it
was designated as a nationally
important cultural property. In 1982

bridge, but it has been restored to
its former state.

Built in 1629, this is one of Nagasa-
ki's major Chinese temples. Of the
three national treasures in Nagasa-
ki, two are located in this temple. It
is famous for its vermillion-lac-
quered gate, which is said to re-
semble that of the palace of the
dragon king from Japanese legend.

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From July 23 to 24, 1982, a
massive downpour centered on
Nagasaki city caused a flood in
which 299 people died or went
missing. In Hamanomachi Ar-
cade, this plate shows the height
of the floodwater (173cm).
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ﬁ Site of Shianbashi 4-E

Shianbashi is a major night spot in
Nagasaki. A river used to run through
here, and at the bridge, people used
to debate (shian) whether to cross to
the amusement area — hence, it be-
came known as ‘Shianbashi’ (consid-
ering bridge). Today, there is a mem-
orial with mock balustrades.
